General Membership Meeting
11/21/09 — Old Chapel, Castleton, VT

Meeting called to order at 6:40PM. There were 25 members and guests in attendance.
Secretary’s report was given and accepted as read, unanimously.

Treasurer’s report was given: $1447.23 in checking, plus a check for $332.13 from the auction earlier in
the day, for a total of $1779.36. A check was received from the surrendered Annuity for $7405.00. From
this check, $2405 will be put into the checking account and the remaining $5000 will be split into 2 CD’s
with different short term maturities until we figure out what is needed for cash flow next year.
Accepted as presented.

The year-end final point standings were available in hard copy at every table. Please submit your award
requests/suggestions to Debbie by 12/31.

Discussion of 2009 events:

Tack Auction fundraiser — We held 2 auctions this year for fund raising activities — the spring
auction raised $427.81 and the auction held earlier today raised $332.13. They don’t cost us anything to
run as we can use the school for free. We plan to hold another auction in the spring 2010.

Regional/Instate Show — The show this year was smaller. We plan to change the date for 2010. It
will be June 12 & 13, 2010. We won’t conflict with the big show in Harrisburg or the graduation at
Middlebury College, so hopefully we will attract a larger number of exhibitors. It was really nice to have
the help cleaning stalls this year after the show. The many hands certainly was appreciated. There has
been some discussion about the possibility of holding the show in Rutland and using the old hockey
arena as an indoor and the open buildings for portable stalls. There would be considerable expense for
the purchase of dirt and the labor to get it in and out. We decided to stay at Addison one more year and
see if the date change is enough to boost our participation numbers — everyone loves the grounds.

Gymkhanas — All were pretty well attended. The second fair event lost money, but we will wait
to see what happens next year — whether we go back to a 4-H only event or not have a second one. The
fair likes to have events going on in the horse area. It was evident that if it is not a pointed event, the
regulars don’t show up.

Clinic — The clinic in Rutland was on June 14™. There were 11 riders who all had a fabulous time.
The pot-luck lunch was great. We will be planning to repeat the event, but will need to change dates.

Trail Ride — Held October 10, 2009. There were 12 horseback riders and 6 others in attendance.
Everyone had a great time. Rotating the location each year was discussed during the lunch at the ride.
Jan Lingner has volunteered to host next year’s ride down near her house. Shooting for the same
weekend in October.

Fall Meeting - Discussion of various events and dates that occur in the fall. Decided to try a
Saturday evening meeting and pot luck. Date set for November 21, 2009 at Castleton.

We will try for
entertainment again this year. Awards were discussed, we will not be doing ribbons this year, but will
plan to embroider as many awards as possible, spending $30/$15 per award.

Jenn B-K reported on Equine Affaire. She and Jan worked the Appaloosa booth on Friday. They handed
out trifold brochures promoting our club as well as the Appaloosa. The number of visitors was reported
to be good, but they felt it was not as busy as past years.

Everything Equine 2010 —They will be having a Breed Barn this year and will be looking for Appaloosas to
fill a stall. We can promote our club and the breed for free. Deb had told the promoters that we would
be happy to provide a horse for display (it doesn’t have to be the same horse for the whole weekend).

A Thank you note was received from Cassie Kennett, regarding the $160 we raised from the Labor Day
Gymkhana Benefit Rescue Race. She reports the recent testing was clear and she is doing well.

Discussion was continued regarding year-end qualification of either working and participating in the
club’s events to be eligible to earn awards. For instance, in order to earn a year-end award for the show
category, you need to show at our club’s show, just as with the Gymkhanas, you must participate in 2 of
the 3 club gymkhanas. Discussion will continue at the spring meeting with a culminating motion.

Looking for Youth Sportsmanship Award nominations. The possibility of opening up the sportsmanship
award to any age was also discussed. We will try to research if that is a possibility.

Membership fees for 2010: We will be increasing the membership fees by $5 each to — Family $15;
Junior or Individual $10. The membership fees have never been increased in the history of the club.
There won’t be any changes to the point registration fees.

Deb asked if everyone was content with getting newletters and information via email and web site. The
general consensus was favorable. Deb continues to mail hard copies to people who don’t have email.
